Application: Building Permit

Fee: $250.00

Submittal Requirements:
e 4 copies of the site plan
e 4 copies of generator and storage tank specifications (as applicable)
e 2 copies electrical drawings

Review Process:

e Generators & storage tanks for houses or duplexes that are 750 gallons or less, only
require BCU approval.

e BCU will assign a permit number and review the application.
Two sets of plans will be forwarded to the PI for review and approval.
The PI will forward a set of plans to the Fire Department for review. Fire will forward
their comments to the PI.

e BCU will review the electrical drawings.
A permit will not be issued until the PI has granted its approval.
BCU and the PI will ensure that the generator and fuel tanks comply with Planning
setbacks.

e Should BCU or the PI identify a problem with the application, then Current Planning
can be contacted to determine if there is a need for planning permission to be granted

Post-Permitting Procedures:
1. Forward Building Permit to applicant
2. The PI office will conduct a site inspection for compliance before any final
approvals are given.

Submittal Requirements:

3 copies of the site plan
2 copies of elevations of proposed enclosures (if applicable)

Review Process:

Applications shall be assigned a project number, placed in a Planning file, and
assigned to a Current Planner.

Plans for storage tanks and generators do not need to be reviewed by any outside
agency.

Application may be administratively approved if the proposal meets setback
requirements.

The Planning decision letter is forwarded to the applicant.

Planning will stamp approved plans and forward the file to BCU for permitting.

Proof of notification to immediate adjacent landowners.

Review Process:

Applications shall be assigned a project number, placed in a Planning file, and
assigned to a Current Planner.

Storage tank & generator applications do not need to be reviewed by outside
agencies.

The location of the generator and/or storage tank shall meet setback requirements.
Application to be scheduled for CPA consideration.

The CPA decision letter is forwarded to the applicant.

Planning will stamp approved plans and forward the file to BCU for permitting.
